Notes on today’s music...

Composert, organist, and teacher, Margaret Vardell Sandresky (b. 1921) was born into a musical family.Her
father was a composer and dean of the music department at Salem College in Winston Salem, NC, and her
mother held degrees in piano and voice. Margaret Sandresky earned a Bachelor of Music degree from Salem
College, and a Master of Music degree from the Eastman School of Music in Rochester, NY. In 1944 she
studied at the Hochschule fir Musik in Frankfurt, Germany, as a Fullbright Scholar. She taught at the
Oberlin Conservatory of Music in Oberlin, Ohio; The University of Texas at Austin; the North Carolina
School of the Arts in Winston Salem, NC, where she established the organ department in 1965; and at
Salem College, where she taught until her retirement in 1986. Since her retirement, Margaret Sandresky has
devoted her time to composing, Sandresky’s works have been performed and recorded throughout the
United States and Europe.

The opening voluntary is from Margaret Sandresky’s Six Variations on a Ground Bass which was
commissioned by Davidson College Presbyterian Church, Davidson, NC, for the dedication of the Lingle
Chapel organ. A ground bass is a theme that is present in the bass, or lowest sounding voice (in this case, the

pedal), is repeated with melodic and harmonic material built around the bass.
